The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the
Council Chambers, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members
of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the
Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office. A
copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present:
Larry Evans, Teresa Sumstine, Bob Carlson and Lathan Thompson. The following City Officials were
present: Mayor Ted Griess, City Administrator Matthew Cederburg, City Attorney Tom Lieske and City
Clerk Abbey Jordan.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the
public.

After roll was called, Mayor Griess led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance. Then Mayor
Griess made the following statement:

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the
Open Meetings Act is posted for public inspection on the door located in the back of the Council
Chambers. In addition, for public inspection, there is located on the table to the south of the chairs in
the Council Chambers, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the members of the
Council prior to this meeting. The City Council will take public comments on an agenda item, if it is
deemed necessary.”

The following items were listed under the agenda item “consent agenda” for this meeting: a. Consider
Approval of Minutes of Previous City Council Meeting (s) b. Consider Approval of Bills & Claims for
this Council Meeting. c. Consider Reports that are enclosed in the Council Packets for this Council
Meeting. d. Consider Mayoral Appointment of Jack Yant to the Planning and Zoning Commission with a
term ending 12/31/2016.

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Thompson moved to approve the consent agenda and Evans seconded. On roll call the following voted
Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Thompson. Motion carried.

Agenda item #4, Consider approval of NPPD project for approximately $6,557.35 for a new commercial
connection. The project is for a three phase transformer upgrade for Runza. The City will pay for 50% of
the project cost as done with similar projects.

Sumstine moved to approve the NPPD project for approximately $6,557.35 for a new commercial
connection and Thompson seconded. On roll call the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and
Thompson. Motion carried.

Agenda item #5, Consider discussion and selection of Financing Bid for 1996 KME 75° Aerial Quint
(Ladder Truck). Mayor Griess noted the difference in interest rates from the two banks that bid. He
stated that there is a difference of $2,500.00 in interest between the bids.

Evans motioned to approve bid #1 from First Bank with monthly payments and an interest rate of 2.60%
for the ladder truck. Thompson seconded. On roll call the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine,
Carlson, and Thompson. Motion carried.

Agenda item #6, Consider approval of Authorization for the Mayor, Ted J. Griess, to request grant funds
for the 2014 Royal Engineered Composites, Inc. project (Community Development Block Grant contract
14-ED-002). Sharon Hueftle from the South Central Economic Development District clarified the grant
numbers that need to be on the authorization form.

Sumstine motioned to approve the authorization for the Mayor, Ted J. Griess, to request grant funds for
the 2014 Royal Engineered Composites, Inc. project (Community Development Block Grant contract 14-
ED-002). Seconded by Thompson. On roll call the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and
Thompson. Motion carried.

Agenda item #7, Consider approval of Project Contract with the Nebraska Department of Economic
Development for the 2014 Royal Engineered Composites, Inc. project (Community Development Block
Grant contract 14-ED-002).

The contract dates were clarified. Sharon Hueftle and Administrator Cederburg reiterated the CDBG
process. Evans motioned to approve the Project Contract with the Nebraska Department of Economic
Development for the 2014 Royal Engineered Composites, Inc. project and Sumstine seconded. On roll
call the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Thompson. Motion carried.

Agenda item #8, Consider approval of Mayor to execute contract with the Nebraska Department of
Economic Development for the 2014 Royal Engineered Composites, Inc. project (Community
Development Block Grant contract 14-ED-002).

Thompson motioned to have the Mayor execute the contract with Evans seconding. On roll call the
following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Thompson. Motion carried.

Agenda item #9, Consider approval of Contract with South Central Economic Development District, Inc.
for grant administration services in an amount not to exceed $5,000.00 for the 2014 Royal Engineered
Composites, Inc. project (Community Development Block Grant contract 14-ED-002). Sharon Hueftle
reviewed the need for a grant administrator which will be SCEDD. The $5,000.00 fee for this service is
paid 100% by the grant funds. SCEDD will monitor the special conditions and create reports.



Evans moved for the approval of the Contract with South Central Economic Development District, Inc.
for grant administration services. Thompson seconded. On roll call the following voted Aye: Evans,
Sumstine, Carlson, and Thompson. Motion carried.

Agenda item #10, Consider approval of Authorization of Mayor to execute Contract with South Central
Economic Development District, Inc. for grant administration services in an amount not to exceed
$5,000.00 for the 2014 Royal Engineered Composites, Inc. project (Community Development Block Grant
contract 14-ED-002).

Thompson motioned the approval of the Mayor to execute the grant administration contract with SCEDD.
Carlson seconded. On roll call the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Thompson.
Motion carried.

Agenda item #11, Consider approval for sewer main addition from 12" & Tower, 300’ North, for a total
project cost of $40,247.00.

Clerk Jordan noted that the sewer addition is actually from 12" Street and Smith. Administrator
Cederburg mentioned that a utilities easement is needed and the project would also have engineering fees
associated with it which are not included in this cost. Jordan also pointed out that the City is responsible
for providing dirt to ensure adequate coverage of the main and gravel for 13" & Smith after construction.
Discussion ensued concerning the proposed main size and the property owner’s future business needs,
where Cederburg stated that City engineer, Olsson Associates, provided assurance that the current size is
adequate for future expansion.

Evans moved to approve the sewer main addition from 12" & Smith, 300’ North, for a total project cost of
$40,247.00. Seconded by Thompson. On roll call the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson,
and Thompson. Motion carried.

Agenda item #12, Consider approval to waive bid process per Ordinance #1190, Section 2-2, b and to
accept quote for Midlands to move forward with portion of sewer main project in excess of $30,000.

Sumstine motioned to waive the bidding process and accept Midlands quote to move forward with portion
of sewer main project in excess of $30,000. Thompson seconded. On roll call the following voted Aye:
Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Thompson. Motion carried.

Agenda item #13, Adjournment. Sumstine moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:55 pm and was seconded by
Thompson. On roll call the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, Carlson, and Thompson. Meeting
adjourned.
