The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the 

Council Chambers, pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members 

of the Council and to the public as shown by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the 

Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office.  A 

copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.  

 

Mayor Griess called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present:

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RESOLUTION NO. 1634 

A RESOLUTION OF REIMBURSEMENT INTENT FOR THE WATER PROJECT PHASE 1 

 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MINDEN, 

NEBRASKA, AS FOLLOWS: 

 

Section 1. The Mayor and Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska  (the “City”) hereby find 

and determine that the City expects to make capital expenditures after the date of this Resolution in 

connection with the constructing of improvements to the water treatment plant and distribution system, 

otherwise known as the Water Project Phase 1 (the “Project”). 

 

Section 2. The City hereby declares its intent to reimburse itself for such Project expenditures 

with the proceeds of tax-exempt bonds, notes, or a lease purchase agreement in the maximum principal 

amount of $500,000.00.

Agenda item #10, Consider Approval of Bid Documents for Water Treatment Plant Improvements 

prepared by Olsson Associates. 
 

Joe Baxter from Olsson Associates gave a brief summary about the modifications to the water treatm ent 

plant. Sections “A” is the replacement of valves, installment of A differential pressure transmitter for 

backwashing, and sandblasting and painting of existing pipes. Section “B” includes the removal and 

replacement of filter media and cleaning of filter bed under  drain system. 

 

Evans motioned to approve the Bid Documents for Water Treatment Plant and Thompson seconded. On roll 

call the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, and Thompson.  Not present and not voting: Carlson.

Agenda item #11, Consider Discussion and Selection of Bid for Lift Station #4 Improvements.  

 

Joe Baxter reviewed the bids and described the two types of pumps that were included in the bids and 

their capabilities.  He provided Olsson’s recommendation of Midlands Contracting and the Flygt pump.  

Mike Kleen, Utilities Superintendent, concurred with Baxter’s recommendation. 

 

Thompson motioned to select the $99,000 bid with Midlands Contracting for the Lift Station #4 

Improvement. Sumstine seconded the motion. On roll call the following voted Aye: Evans, Sumstine, and 

Thompson.  Not present and not voting: Carlson. Motion carried.  

 

Agenda item #12, Adjournment. Thompson moved to adjourn at 6:49 pm and was seconded by Evans.  On
